This issue of Delaware Lawyer exam-
ines issues and trends of public policy in
a broad array of topics. Bill Remington,
who advised nine secretaries of finance
over a quarter-century, offers context
and warnings about the future of state
tax policy. Kathi Karsnitz, much of
whose practice has focused on schools,
takes a critical look at the roots and
future of the "education reform" move-
ment. Ted Kaufman, this issue's
non-lawyer contributor, traces how

state — with
the same Mug-
wump roots.
Bill Quillen
surveys the three constitutional courts,
on each of which he has served, as two of
them change leadership. Rod McKelvie,
in practice after a decade on the bench,
illustrates the contributions of three
outstanding citizens: a lawyer, a judge
and a committed layman. Wayne
Jaeschke and Kim Kluge describe a two-
edged revolution in patent law, with
crucial changes in the rules in the
courtroom coinciding with landmark
developments in nanotechology. Victor
Battaglia urges returning the process of
sentencing to judges, and away from
published templates.

Notwithstanding the flashes of
acrimony in an election year, Delaware
is a land of civil public discourse, cre-
ative cooperation, and respect, indeed
friendship among political rivals. This
comity will be tested in the coming
generation. This issue's authors show
how this spirit makes Delaware special
— and effective.
